2. Awardees also agree to write at least two short articles about their academic program and
experiences over the two years following receipt of the SSWDA Scholarship.

Your essay will
become the property of the Society of Stukely Westcott Descendants of America and will be
eligible for posting in our online archives, as well as for publication in the Society’s
Quarterly newsletter.
